Celebrating the lost historic
homes of Vancouver’s West End, the innkeeper commissioned an artist to
paint wall murals of houses once in the neighborhood.

The West End Guest House offers eight guest rooms. Most rooms are
equipped with Casablanca ceiling fans or skylights that open; some rooms
have fireplaces. Guest rooms have brass beds with goose-down duvets,
feather pillows and fine cotton linens. The inn’s two-bedroom suite is located
next door to the West End Guest House in a small condo building and is
perfect for two couples or a family.

In-room amenities include terry bathrobes, phones, wireless Internet and
televisions with DVD players. The suite offers a large master bedroom with a
queen bed and patio, a smaller bedroom with two twin beds, living room,
dining room, laundry room and a full bath with tub and shower. The kitchen
is complete with a dishwasher, oven, microwave, toaster, coffee maker,
plates, and pots and pans.
